Ms. Koop has over 35 years of experience serving higher 

education. She previously served as Vice President of the 

Foundation for Educational Funding (FEF) directing college 

planning offices in Kearney, Lincoln and Omaha. Prior to that position, she was Assistant Vice 

President of Information Systems for FEF and Vice President of Midwest Computing, Inc., 

overseeing software development for secondary markets, guarantors, lenders, and colleges in 

the student loan industry.
